RENEWAL OF BAPTISM COMMITMENT 
 

President  Beloved siblings, this is the morning on which the    
   Lord appeared to his friends and opened their eyes to what  
   the Scriptures foretold. As we gather to celebrate his   
   glorious resurrection, I invite you those of you who are   
   baptised to renew your commitment to worship and serve  
   God.  
 
   The response to each question is, “I will.” 
 

 At your baptism you turned to Christ, repented of your sins, 
and renounced evil. Will you continue to follow him as your 
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Lord and Saviour?

President  Will you continue in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship,  
   in the breaking of bread, and in the prayers? 
All   I will. 
 

President Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall 
into sin, repent and return to the Lord?

President   Will you proclaim by word and example the good news of  
 God in Christ, seeking and serving Christ in all people and 
loving your neighbour as yourself? 

All    I will. 
 

President  Will you acknowledge Christ’s authority over human society, 
   by prayer for the world and its leaders, 
   by defending the weak, and by seeking peace and justice? 
All   I will. 
 

The Deacon presents a bowl of water from the font,  
blessed at the previous evening’s Easter Vigil.
